 Jerome recently converted over his 7 hectares to biodynamic farming; the result is tense, and pristine with a hint of playfulness.

Since 1760, Lanson has continued to be family owned, making wines in their traditional way without compromising quality. Their rosé is a 
blend of reserve wines from 10 different harvests and aged in the cellar for three years before release.

 Since “Ultramarine” has ascended to astronomical heights in popularity, price, and scarcity, Michael began producing his own version. 
2000 Recaredo ‘Turo  d ’en Mota ’  Cava Brut  Nature ,  Penedes ,  Spa in          250  
 After nearly a decade on lees, this single vineyard Xarello is the finest Cava currently available & could easily rival great Champagnes.  
2010 B isson ‘Ab iss i ’  Spumante ,  Por to f ino ,  L igur ia ,  I ta ly           220  
 One of the world’s sparkling wine treasures, this is matured on its lees 200 feet under the sea, emerging from the water with barnacles and 

seaweed intact on the bottle; a gentle wine of total saline-edged finesse.

 Robinot is one of the first wine professionals to open a “natural” wine bar, in Paris, in the early eighties. His desire to introduce and 

promote the people changing this paradigm led him to go back to his home in the Loire Valley and produce his own wines. His eccentric, 
and enigmatic personality is reflected in every single one of his bottlings. A sparkling wine of pure joy!

 A legend in Jura, it is with great excitement to have received an allocation of this wine that has achieved “unicorn” status. The wine is 

fermented in steel tanks, with five days of skin maceration, before being bottled and rested on riddling racks. The wine has a very low 
alcohol percentage (8.5%) and a gentle fizz on the palate.

 The Gahier family has been in the Jura since 1525 and Michel learned from his friend & neighbor, the very talented Jacques Puffeney. This 

shows less of the oxidative notes associated with the sous voile method of winemaking; driven, elegant and high-toned.  
2011 Overnoy-Cr inquand,  Chardonnay ,  Arbo is -Pup i l l in            65 
 Mikäel Crinquand, a distant relative to Pierre Overnoy, is the vigneron of this delightful offering of lemongrass, walnut, and brown butter. 
2016 Do lomies  ‘Les  Boutonn iers , ’  Chardonnay ,  Côtes  du Jura           70 
 Texturally fascinating to the point you may not want to swallow your sip. Rocky, marl filled, with deep limestone soils command a presence. 
2015 Labet  ‘En  Cha lasse , ’  Savagn in ,  Côtes  du Jura                 60 
 Green and yellow Savagnins from original “massale” roots. The result, texture and intensity if Burgundy and Rhône whites joined forces.

 Various varieties of marl that make up the vineyard creates a distinct minerality commonly found in wines from this area. Gaudrettes is

 Raïm de Ton Rimbau wanted the grapes he grew, and resorted to any means necessary to retrieve said grapes. Read between the lines. 
2017 C los  F igueras  ‘Font  de  la  F iguera , ’  V iogn ier ,  Pr iora t            85 
 Viognier from Priorat? A unique story of its planting has lead to one of the most texturally stimulating white wines I have had in years. 
2004 Lopez de Hered ia  ‘V iña  Tondon ia , ’  V iura/Ma lvas ia ,  R io ja           90 
 The wines of Lopez de Heredia are so universally known, there’s probably higher education courses dedicated to them. Expect oxidized,

 This unfiltered Grüner is shows a doughy richness with notes of birch wood but then it tightens up with classic notes of flint and pear.

 Younger of the estates vines producing nervy, electric wines. Summer apple, melon, and smiles.

Casa Vieja is sets itself apart from their neighbors in Guadalupe for their unwavering stance on organic 
farming and minimal intervention winemaking. In fact, at one time, they supplied Baja darling, Bichi, with grapes because the Téllez family 
knew they were well farmed correctly and would make great “natural” wine.

Listan Prieto, aka Mission, grape is catalogued as the first grape varietal to come the Americas from Europe (circa 1540). The Tellez family 
first vintage was 2014, and the wines simply keep getting better.

2013 Vena Cava ‘B ig  B lend , ’  Syrah/Cabernet/Pet i te  S i rah ,  Ba ja ,  Mex ico             85 
If you’ve read an article regarding wine in the Valle de Guadalupe, you were no doubt introduced to Phil Gregory. Phil, and his wife cashed in 
their careers in England and moved to the Baja to surf and chill in a hammock all day.
